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Brazil has built upon India’s G20 legacy, says
PM Modi ahead of attending Summit in Rio

PRIME MINISTER Narendra Modi
on Saturday said he is looking for-
ward to “meaningful discussions”
atthe G20 summitin Brazil, which
he said has built upon the legacy
of India’s presidency of the group-
inglastyear.

He made the comments in a
statement before departing on a
five-day visit: first to Nigeria, then
to Brazil for the November 18-19
Summit, and onwards to Guyana.

“InBrazil, Iwill attend the 19th

G-20SummitasaTroikamember.
Last year, India’s successful presi-
dency elevated the G-20 to peo-
ple’s G-20 and mainstreamed the
priorities of the Global South into
its agenda. This year, Brazil has
built upon India’s legacy,” the PM
said. “I look forward to meaning-
fuldiscussionsin keeping withour
vision of ‘One Earth, One Family,
One Future’. I will also use the op-
portunity to exchange views on
furthering bilateral cooperation
withseveral otherleaders,” he said.

India, along with Brazil and
South Africa, is part of the G20
Troika and has been actively con-

tributing to the ongoing Summit
discussions. A statement by the
MEA said, “During the summit, the
Prime Minister will put forward
India’s positions on various issues
of globalimportance and build on
the outcomes from the G20 New
Delhi Leaders’ Declaration and
Voice of the Global South Summits
whichwere hosted by Indiain past
two years.”

Before emplaning on Saturday
afternoon, the PM saidinaposton
X, “Over the next few days, Iwill be
inNigeria, Brazil and Guyana. Iwill
have the opportunity to take part
in a wide range of programmes,

both bilateral and multilateral,
which will add momentum to
India’s ties with various nations. I
will take part in the G20 Summit
in Brazil and will meet Caribbean
leadersin Guyana.Iwillalsobein-
teracting with the Indian commu-
nity during this visit.
